MERGER / SPORT  

As a result of our merger with Banksia La Trobe Secondary, Olympic Village and Haig St 

Primary Schools we will be moving from the Ivanhoe Sporting District and, as a new merged 

school, we will play in the Heidelberg District.  This will give us the opportunity to field full 

strength teams at the senior school level by using students from the combined campuses.  

While this will be a positive move as students from the merged primary schools will have the 

opportunity to mix, both during sport and in a social way, it will mean that grade six students 

followed by grade five students will be given priority to play interschool sport.  A program to 

prepare grade four students for participation in interschool sport in the future will be 

considered as part of our physical education planning. 

 

CAMPS  
 

The cost of camps and buses has risen dramatically in recent times partly due to the financial 

economic crisis and partly because of the rising cost of safety insurance.  As a result we have 

had to rethink our planned camp to Echuca in February.  We are currently looking for a camp 

that is closer so that we can keep costs down to a manageable amount for parents / guardians.  

We are also concerned that February will be too hot in Echuca, and probably all over Victoria, 

and, therefore, we will look at planning a senior school camp for later in 2010.  This will also 

avoid the risk to our students from bushfires and the risk of the camp being cancelled due to 

extreme fire danger as was the case for many schools last year.  I will keep you informed 

when any decisions are made either later this year or early next year.
